There are no ¬get out of jail­ options for abandoned dogs in Romania; no 

families will come to adopt them.   Whether it­s the brutality of the streets or 

the utter hopelessness of the public shelters, that­s where they will stay until 

they die.  

28% OF HAPPY TAILS = 0% 

The Daily Express. In Romania stray dogs are targeted on the streets. Whilst 

many residents feed them, others attack them.   They are deliberately run over, shot, 

poisoned, set on fire and beaten to death, or mutilated and left to die a slow and 

agonising death.   If they avoid this fate then they are likely to be caught by the dog 

catchers who take them to public shelters.

We can provide a safe haven 

for them, treat their wounds, care for them and assess 

them so that we can find just the right forever home.  

Plans for the Future  

We will of course continue to rescue more abandoned 

dogs, but we have big plans for the future, so that we 

can continue to change more dogs­ lives.  Plans such as 

building more kennels and, extending the isolation and 

quarantine area.   Then, as soon as we buy Happy Tails, 

thanks to another one of Ian Rea­s brainwaves, we­ll be 

able to drop in (literally) the new quarantine area so that 

we can immediately start taking dogs from the PS again. 

There­s so much disease there that is only way we can 

protect our other dogs.   And a new vet room will mean 

that we can start to deal with the root cause of the 

problem by introducing a neutering and education 

programme.  

Pivotal to all of this is rescuing Happy Tails, the clock is 

ticking and we have a mountain to climb.   Our wonderful 

volunteers and supporters (what would we do without 

you), are doing all sorts of crazy, wonderful things like 

jumping out of a plane, running marathons, baking cakes 

and organising   murder mystery evenings¤
